MODULE OVERVIEW: 

This module introduces students to 2D and 3D visual communication.  It is concerned with stimulating visual perception and idea generation.  Students will be encouraged to be experimental in their approach and apply suitable media and techniques to communicate technical and aesthetic subjects appropriate to a creative programme.

INDICATIVE CONTENT:

Studio based exercises assessed by assignments which include practice in drawing, sketching and rendering, the use of digital and other creative media and the personal development of skills and techniques.  These can include:  

- One point and multi-point perspective systems.

- Layout and development drawing techniques.

- Still life / object drawing, painting, use of pencil and crayon etc.

- Life Drawing.

- Marker rendering techniques.

- Sketching, 3D representation, storyboarding.

- 2D and 3D visualisation software, e.g. scanning sketchbook work and re-editing.

- Image capture and manipulation.
